Folio of Egyptian Algae (?1876)
Large folio of algal specimens on herbarium sheets. Pteridophyta folio has been separated. 

The date is given as ’76 on the specimens. This is possibly 1876, just after the Suez Canal was completed. Localities based in Egypt; Suez, Alexandria, Mediterranean Sea.

DILLWYN, Lewis Weston 

Herb. Brit. Conferv.
The inscription on the spine of this bound volume is an abbreviation of Herbarium of British Confervae. It contains filamentous algae specimens including three confirmed type specimens (although there may be more). Dixon (1966) states that “Many of the specimens [from Herb. Brit. Conferv.] are original material used by Dillwyn in the preparation of the ‘British Confervae’”. This refers to Dillwyn’s publication between 1803 and 1809 called British Confervae where he describes all filamentous species of algae known at that time. In this, he describes 84 new species.

Bound volume. no. 205. Ex libris. Some with localities (e.g. Torquay, Cape of Good Hope, Giant’s Causeway) and a few dates ~1800’s. 

FOUCAULT, Capitaine 

Flore Marine de Belle-île, Souvenir de Capitaine Foucault
38 specimens of identified marine algae (listed at the back of the volume). No collection dates are included. Belle-île could refer to the island off Brittany, France. 
GROVES, James & BULLOCK-WEBSTER, George Russell 
British & Irish Charophyta (1924) fascs. I & II. No. 1-42. 
Two bound volumes of stonewort (Charophyte) specimens. Referring to the standard reference word for Groves & Bullock-Webster (1920, 1924) The British Charophyta. The Ray Society, London. Ray Society (Series) no. 102 and 109. A free access copy is available here: www.biodiversitylibrary.org/bibliography/54154#/summary 
HAUCK, Ferdinand & RICHTER, Paul 

Phykotheka universalis (1885-1896) fasc. 8, 9, 11 & 15. Leipzig
Folio of algae specimens on sheets. Worldwide localities e.g. France, Canada, Norway.

Possible type specimen of the diatom species Cymbella hauckii van Hauck, specimen no.147.

HOLMES, Edward Morell
Algae Britannicae Rariores Exsiccatae (1883-1910)
A list of some specimens from the exsiccatae is shown here: http://macroalgae.org/portal/collections/exsiccati/index.php?ometid=128. The extent to which NMW holds a set of these exisccatae has not been assessed. Note that there may be type specimens contained within this exsiccatae that have not yet been identified.

HOWARD, Mary Matilda 
Ocean Flowers and their teachings (1847)
Published book including specimens of marine algae. Author almost certainly Mary Matilda Howard. 

HULME, J.R. 
Scarborough Algae (1842)
Bound volume of around 26 algae specimens published by S.W.Theakston, collected by J.R. Hulme M.D. c.1840, a physician in Scarborough. Also held by the Natural History Museum, London.

JONES, E.L. 
Untitled volume (1889)

86 specimens mounted in album plus 14 formerly loose, now mounted. The Fowel(?) 1889. Ex library Pont-Neath Vaughan. There are no localities on the specimens. 

Note that a specimen in a white envelope (Gigartina) half way through the book is labelled as Penzance. Some specimens have been removed, they may be in the herbarium.

KORN, Eric 

Bound blue book of specimens of seaweeds from British Isles including Channel Isles e.g. Jersey, Falmouth and Plymouth. No collection dates seen. Includes the rare brown alga Padina pavonica specimens from Isle of Wight and Jersey. Good condition.

LANDSBOROUGH, David Treasures of the Deep
Bound volume entitled ‘Treasures of the Deep’ containing seaweed specimens collected between 1854 and 1859, mainly from Dunoon and Ardrossan in Scotland. Compiled by David Landsborough. The dates are too late for Rev. D. Landsborough (1779-1854), author of Arran, a poem, a Popular History of British Sea-weeds, and a Popular History of British Zoophytes or Corallines.  However it may have been compiled by David Landsborough Jr., who became interested in natural history, describing new species.

Signed inside by the previous owner, Annie Rule, in green ink. In the same hand, a poem has been written on the next page. 

MARQUAND, L.  
Untitled volume (1877)

Bound volume containing pressed specimens of algae dated 17th Sept 1877. 

2 letters are enclosed, dated Feb 1925 and mentioning Guernsey algae and shells recently collected and donated to the museum.

“In 1951, three volumes containing 472 seaweeds collected by the late E.D. Marquand (1848-1918) were purchased for £12. Marquand, a descendant of an old Norman family which settled in the Channel Islands in the 12th century, was a well-known all round naturalist and father of the late C.V.B. Marquand (1897-1943) (an assistant at the Welsh Plant Breeding Station from 1919-1922, after which he worked in the Herbarium at Kew).” Harrison (1982).
MONTEATH, Rob R.  
Untitled volume (1869)

Bound volume containing pressed specimens of algae collected from North Berwick, Scotland and dated October 1869. Each specimen is dated and is localised. 

PHILLIPPS 
A collection of Pembrokeshire Seaweeds
Bound volume collected in the 19th century and labelled ‘Phillipps Collection, no.24661‘. This volume was donated to NMW in 1928 (presumably, because it contained specimens) by the Cardiff City Library.
No additional locality data or collection dates.

SCOTT, Mrs. Philip Benjamin 
Jersey Seaweeds
Bound volume of pressed algae specimens, “collected by Mrs. Philip Benjamin Scott (the grandmother of the donors) c.1870. The (7) loose specimens and those (45) in the small book were collected by Miss. K.E. Scott (daughter of P.B. Scott, ob. 1920) c.1880. The specimens will be accessed as a collection of seaweeds and it is understood that the museum has a free hand in dealing with them. 28th April 1954.”


SCOTT, Miss. K.E. 
Jersey Seaweeds
Bound volume of pressed algae specimens, collected c.1880 by K.E. Scott, daughter of P.B. Scott (see this entry).

SPODE, Josiah & SPODE, Helen 
Flora Oceana
Bound volume entitled ‘Flora Oceana’. Specimens collected from Exmouth in Devon, England and Beaumaris in Anglesey, Wales by Josiah & Helen Spode who gave the volume to Willoughby de Broke. 

WYATT, Mary 
Algae Danmonienses, or dried specimens of marine plants, principally collected in Devonshire (1833-1837). Vol. 1-4.

Four volumes published by Mary Wyatt dating between 1833 and 1837 (excluded the supplement published later). Specimens mainly collected from Torquay, Torbay and Sidmouth from around 1837 or before.

Vol 1: 1833, 2: 1883, 3: 1837, 4: 1837. There are handwritten notes on scientific name origins in first 3 volumes. Some specimens have labels with locality and collection dates in the same handwriting.

ANON 
British Mosses
Bound volume of moss specimens. Inscribed in pencil on the inside cover: ‘Collected in 1846-1848, the greater number in the counties of Kent and Sussex.’

ANON 
New Zealand Mosses
Bound volume of specimens. Note kept with the volume: ‘about a third consists of Hydrozoans, colonial algae, lichens and conifers, none localised or named. About 40 bryophytes (the majority musci).’ S.G. Harrison, 14th August 1968.

BRAITHWAITE, R. 
Sphagnaceae Britannicae Exsiccatae or Peat-mosses of Europe and America (1877)
Inscription: “Amicis benevolentissimis qui specimina legerunt pro hoc opere idem consecro cum multis gratiis. R.Braithwaite, Clapham Rise, London, April 1877.”

Bound volumes. Possibly containing isotype specimen of Sphenolobus pearsonii (no.165) (in volume as Jungermannia pearsonii, 24.5.1877, On sheltered rock, Glyder Vawr, Caernarvonshire, v.c.49. W.H.Pearson). Fasc.I (1-75), II (76-150), III (151-215) & IV (216-290).
CURNOW, William 
European Hepaticae (?1872)
Folio compiled by W. Curnow of Penzance. Examined by J.A. Paton, 1968. 233 specimens collected in the late 19th century, many from Cornwall. 137 collected by Curnow.

DRUMMOND, Thomas 
Musci Americani British North America (1828) Vol. I & II. 
Two bound volumes of specimens. Musci Americani or specimens of the mosses collected in British North America, and chiefly among The Rocky Mountains during the second land arctic expedition under the command of Captain John Franklin, R.N. by Thomas Drummond, assistant naturalist to the expedition.  Vols. I (1-158) & II, (159-286). Glasgow
‘Considerable historical interest. W.J. Hooker (1834) Notice concerning Mr. Drummond's collections, made in the southern and western parts of the United States, J. Botany: 1:50-60, 183-202

DRUMMOND, Thomas 
Musci Americani Southern States (1841)
Bound volume from Herbarium Spencer Bickham presented to the British Bryological Society by L.B.C. Trotter.

Details of what part of this exsiccatae NMW holds are unknown. If it is complete set, there are 19 fascicles each with around 50 specimens dating from 1870 to 1898.

Japanese Bryophyta Exsiccata fasc.3 (Nos 151-200) 

JACKETT, Robert 
British Plants
Collection of the late Rev. Robert Jackett B.A. (Bryologist) late rector of Crunwear, Pembrokeshire and a member of the British Bryological Society from 1911 until his death in 1935. Bound volumes (2 to 4) of bryophytes collected between 1818 and 1848. 
Not collected by Jackett but by well-known bryologists. These include Mr. Nowell and Henry Baines (1793-1878), author of a Flora of Yorkshire to which Nowell contributed information on mosses.

Bound volume of 105 liverwort specimens. Various collectors, collected in the 19th century, mainly from Britain.

‘Prepared by W.H. Pearson at Eccles, Manchester to represent some of the species of British Hepatics. Given by Pearson about 1900 to Rev. C.H. Binstead, M.A. of Mordiford, near Hereford. W.H. Pearson is the author of Hepaticae of the British Isles, in its day the standard work on its subject, and the collection is therefore of interest and value as a record of this conception of the species concerned. Donor: L.B.C. Trotter, M.A. to whom the collection was given by Binstead.’
